Peer Evaluations of Teaching


JTC 414 Media Effects

· November 2003 memo regarding class visit of Pete Seel which praises efforts to make complex cultural studies ideas accessible to the undergraduate student, to engage the classroom with discussion questions, and innovative multi-media presentations.

· October 2006 memo regarding class visit of Kirk Hallahan in which he noted a “strong, but not overpowering command of the classroom,” stimulating interaction, and evidence of being an “excellent instructor”.  

· October 2007 memo regarding class visit of Garrett O’Keefe in which he pointed out how the class started with a stimulating of a current events topic (the ongoing Rockies’ playoff series) which transitioned into a discussion of the day’s material, all to stimulating effect.



JTC 345 Electronic Field Production and Reporting

· November 2005 memo regarding class visit by Kris Kodrich.  Notes regular movement around the classroom, regularly engaging students one-on-one, using the whiteboard to emphasize points, and sharing real-world examples of how to succeed in the television business.

· October 2007 memo regarding class visit by Marilee Long in which she noted how student videos were critiqued in class, which is a valuable way for them to learn directly from criticism of their own work while also learning from the criticism of others.  Noted Joe’s “relaxed” teaching style. 


Examples of Course Improvements 

JTC 414 Media Effects:  Though it is a challenge, I have broken this course into three main sections throughout the semester that are meant to represent three main approaches to understanding the role of media in culture.  We spend the first third of the course on what I call ‘rational’ studies.  The second section covers ‘critical’ studies.  The third covers ‘cultural’ studies.  I wanted the students to think about how media play a role in their lives, but I also want them to understand the long running academic debate about exactly what that influence is.  

JTC 345 Electronic Field Production and Reporting: I have moved away from lecturing in this course to almost exclusively demonstrated techniques for successful televisual communication.  We cover a great deal of territory.  I have found that students learn best through doing and clear, oft-repeated example.  A highlight that I instituted was a once a semester trip to a Denver TV station talk meet working professionals, tour the station, and see a live broadcast of a news show.  It is not unusual for students to tell me it is their single best academic experience at CSU.  


Development of New Courses

JTC 665 Qualitative Research Methods: This is a new course for the Journalism and Technical Communications graduate programs.  In creating this course from scratch, I have made an effort to expose students to the ontological/epistemological roots of this research approach.  I have also works to expose them to a variety of techniques and styles of qualitative methods.  The class has been receptive to this new course, and a number of them say they are thinking about utilizing qualitative methods (even as support for quantitative methods).
