· Program is fully funded and self sustaining, bringing in substantial revenue to the university with no expenses.
· In the summer program the previous year I took 14 students abroad to Freiburg, Germany. 
· In the summer of 2004 I took 14 Undergraduate students and 1 graduate assistant to Hanover, Germany. The first summer I took 16 CSU students to Hanover for a five-week study abroad trip. All are now majors or minors. In 2006 the summer program enjoyed its largest year with 18 students. The efficiency of the program has also allowed for a permanent Graduate Assistant position in the summer program. The Assistant position was a large recruiting draw for our growing program. The first assistant was Angela Kurr and the second was Brittany Boltman. the third was Abigail Weldon, and Kate Anderson, who was in Bamberg for a year on our exchange, was our fourth. This program has been discontinued, because the model of using an on–site provider has been implemented.
· The Summer study abroad program has made enrollment for the past 12 years and will do so again in the summer of 2013. This program is a major recruiting tool at the lower levels and has been a prime reason German has, at present, over 60 Majors and more than 40 minors.

· All spring semester students participated in Summer Study Abroad program in Hannover.
· 2 Students in Bamberg for spring semester (2008)

· Creating Engineering Study Abroad program with Dr. Johannes Gessler (Engineering)

· I am in contact with the Fachhochschule München in hopes of creating a study abroad program in “International Engineering”

· We have had two students, Kathy Fosha and Shaun Onorato – Double Major: Mechanical Engineering/German, and attend classes while working for BMW in Munich, Germany. Jennifer Thomas worked in a marketing firm in Paderborn, Germany on a yearlong internship I set up for her.

· Active recruiting of majors for Foreign Language program at CSU

· When I arrived at CSU there were 11 primary and secondary majors in German. As of this September 2008 there were 56 German majors, with a high water mark of 65. Other students have verbally committed to signing up as majors, which will make this a 600% increase in the number of majors in 6 years. Present numbers are still being generated.
· In the Spring semester of 2013, there were 58 total majors in German, with more expected to sign up. 

· German had 12 students graduate in spring semester 2011 with a degree in FLL. This SEMESTER total is equal to the highest YEARLY total German has ever had.
· Created Graduate Study Abroad Program in Bamberg. Germany

· In the Fall of 2004 the first exchange between CSU and Bamberg, Germany was initiated. A CSU Graduate, Angela Kurr, received a full stipend to live, study and work at the Otto Friedrich Universität in Bamberg. In return CSU had received a German student, named Manuela Goller, who taught German L105G. Ina Sammler has taught L105G and stayed for 2 years in order to receive her M.A. here. As of 2008 – 2009 all of our graduate students had to pay out of pocket, as there were no GTA positions available. We presently have 3 graduate students.

· After loss of GTA position in German, more students will go to Bamberg, but no German students will come here. Kaysha Riggs attended the University of Bamberg in 2010 – 2011 and will graduate in Fall of 2012.
· Outreach

· Due to my position of regional testing chair for the Rocky Mountain Region of the AATG, I assessed high school students according to spoken grammar and fluency and worked to award a Student from Gilchrest, CO an all expenses paid trip to Germany. The student was picked out of a national pool of qualifying students and not only went on the trip, but now wishes to come to CSU as a German major. I am the main contact for all incoming, potential German majors from high school and I frequently have interviews and tours with these students before they decide to come to CSU.

· Taught classes at local community college and have persuaded many to finish at CSU. From this tradition, continuing on with Franziska Wilcox, we have many new students and several in the teacher licensure program.
· I worked on concurrent enrollment with Rocky Mountain, Fort Collins and Fossil Ridge High Schools. This program will allow CSU credits for High School students of German. I conducted interviews with the teachers and gave my recommendations for their progress as well as inclusion in the CE project. This work was unpaid and remains utilized.
